Department E - Dairy Goats

1) General Rules and Regulations

a) All goats must be provided with a collar and be dehorned.
b) All goats must have a legible tattoo.
¢) All animals shown in registered or recorded grade classes must be ac-
companied by the original registration certificate for all animals 6
months of age and older which must be shown to the show secretary
prior to the start of judging. The original registration certificate or dupli-
cate application stamped by the ADGA office is required for all animals
under 6 months of age.
d) The base date for computing animal’s age is July 21 of the current year.
e) All grand champions must compete in the Best of Show Class or they
will forfeit the leg earned at this show.
f)  Exhibitors should be prepared to show from their truck or trailer. There
will be limited pens on a “first come” basis. No straw will be provided.
g) Pens and areas used will have to be cleaned up by the exhibitor.
